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Program Objectives 
The goal of this program is to express appreciation for the noble aims of the UN member nations that contributed forces to defend the democracy and freedom of the Republic of Korea during the Korean War. In addition, this program seeks to make the idea of world peace a reality by selecting university students from the developing nations that participated in the UN forces during the Korean War and helping them develop into global talents who will dedicate themselves to the causes of peace and freedom in the future.

   Criteria
Prospective applicants must meet the following criteria:
Applicant should be a non-Korean in good health.
 Applicants should have finished or be scheduled to finish formal education in elementary, middle and high school in home country as of March 1, 2011.
 Applicants should possess a grade point average (GPA) above 80% from last educational institution attended or rank in top 10% of GPA among classmates.
 Applicants who wish to take regular major courses at Hannam University should pass Level 4 or higher of Test of Proficiency in Korean (TOPIK). 
※No Korean language ability is needed for applicants who enroll at the Center for Korean Language and Korean Studies to learn Korean. 
 Applicants who enroll at the Linton Global College should demonstrate appropriate English language ability to take courses in English (i.e., TOEIC 850, IBT 88, CBT 230, IELTS).
 Hannam University receives application forms only from the embassy of the country in question. 
    Scholarship Disbursement 
(1) Scholarship Period: From one to five years, depending on awardee’s curriculum
(2) Scholarship Benefits
Tuition and registration fees will be waived, and monthly stipend will be provided.
Stipend: 200,000 won per month
Medical Insurance: Awardees will be provided with health insurance covering any major accidents and illnesses incurred during the period of their study program in Korea. (Medical fees will be paid initially by the awardee and reimbursed afterwards by the insurance company.)
    Terms of Scholarship
 If the awardee is discovered to be engaged in any of the following activities during his or her stay in Korea, the scholarship will be suspended and the student will be disqualified as an awardee:
① If any documents submitted in the scholarship application are found to be false
② If the awardee has violated the guidelines and regulations set by HNU
③ If the awardee has been cautioned more than two times for unexcused or prolonged absences from class or for temporary departures without permission or notification
④ If the awardee has not earned at least two thirds of credits for registered courses during the semester
⑤ If the awardee has abandoned his or her studies

Deadline of Submission: All documents should arrive at Hannam University no later than January 10, 2011. 
Documents to be submitted
① One completed copy of designated application form
② Two recent 4cm x 5cm color photos
③ One copy of high school diploma (degree program applicants only)
④ One copy of transcripts from institution applicant graduated from most recently
⑤ Two recommendation letters (from applicant's teacher, school principal, academic adviser, or head of any relevant organization)
⑥ One self-introduction essay
⑦ One HNU pledge (refer to designated form)
⑧ One study plan (refer to designated form)
⑨ One personal medical assessment (refer to designated form)
⑩ One copy of certificate of Korean proficiency or English proficiency (only applicable for those who possess such a certification; test date should be within past two years) 
⑪ Certification of applicant’s citizenship
⑫ Photocopy of passport information page
    Selection Procedure
Applicants from each country will first be screened by embassy or consulate of applicant's home country in Korea. 
The corresponding embassy or consulate will recommend selected candidates to Hannam University.
The HNU Review Committee will select the final candidates and inform the embassy of the applicant’s home country through the HNU Center for International Relations.
Note 
①Application forms and other program materials are to be filled out either in Korean or in English. 
② Submitted documents will not be returned to the applicant.
③Incomplete or incorrect documents are subject to rejection by Hannam University.
    Important Information
Arrival 
① Awardees must arrive in Korea by February 28, 2011.
② If an awardee fails to enter Korea by the date stated above without providing any specific reason, the scholarship award will be canceled. 
Preparations for Arrival
① Prior to arrival, awardees should acquire some knowledge about Korea’s climate, customs, culture, and other general information.
② Awardees will begin to receive their monthly stipends from the third week of March 2010. They are therefore advised to bring sufficient spending money to cover their living expenses for the first few weeks. 
③ Awardees are required to obtain a visa before arriving in Korea.
※ Visit consular section of the Korean embassy or consulate in country of residence with acceptance letter from Hannam University after being informed of selection.
④ As a rule, awardees are strongly recommended not to bring family members to Korea. 
⑤ As a rule, awardees should not leave Korea during their period of study at HNU. In special cases (e.g., funeral of family member, awardee’s own wedding, or treatment of illness), the awardee may leave Korea for a maximum of two weeks after obtaining permission from HNU.
